Information Sheet on Baking Soda and Vinegar Investigation

The Conservation of Mass

Materials Per Group:

A balance, baking soda (5g), sealable plastic bag, 5ml vinegar, plastic film canister

1. Place 5g baking soda into a sealable baggie.

2. Place 5ml vinegar into plastic film canister. Put lid on canister.

3. Place canister in bag and squeeze air out. Seal Bag tightly.

4. Use balance to measure mass of bag and its contents. Record the mass.

5. Keeping the bag closed, open the canister in the bag. Mix the vinegar with baking soda. Record observations.

6. When the reaction has stopped, measure the mass of the bag and its contents. Record the mass.

7. Compare the mass of the materials before and after the reaction. Explain your observation.
