Reading Strategy Using a Selected Text from the Science Textbook

Pre-reading

    Predicting: 

· Do a picture walk, looking at the titles, subtitles, highlighted words, pictures, diagrams, etc . . .

· Set a purpose for reading. “What do you think you will read about?”

· Teacher lists students’ predictions.

During Reading

    As you read the selection:

· Write notes/questions (Cornell Notes format)

· Clarify vocabulary: Keep a record of new words, find the definition from context, draw diagrams or pictures for the word

Post Reading

    Summarizing:

· In your own words, explain some of the main ideas of the reading (Who, What, When, Where, Why, How)

· Use titles, bold words, pictures to help you summarize.

     Questioning:

· Write down some questions you still have about the text. What are you wondering about? 

· Work in groups to answer one of the questions, then present your response to the class.
